Sacraments

Dear Friend,

This year is the 58Danniversary of the start of the Reformation. QGrtober 31, 1517, Martin Luther
nailed his 95 theses to the door of the Wittenlégngrch in Germany. In my letter in each monthlysletter
this year, | am writing about an important teachaigviartin Luther. This month | am going to wrébout his
teaching about sacraments.

The church in Luther's day was teaching that theeze seven sacraments (baptism, confirmation,
communion, confession, marriage, ordination, anairgimg the sick). Luther agreed that these wérgaod
things for the church to be doing, but most of ¢heisl not meet his understanding of a sacramemntt.Lé&ther, a
sacrament needed to have both an earthly elemdra divine command. Only two of these seven métdns
requirements — namely baptism and communion. ptida the earthly element is water and Jesus’ divin
command is: “Go therefore and make disciples of nations, baptizing them.” (Matthew 28:19). In
communion the earthly elements are bread and widelasus’ divine command D6 thisin remembrance of
me” (1 Corinthians 11:24).

Luther taught that baptism is primarily someththgt God does for us. This is why we baptized even
babies. Just as the Holy Spirit (in the form afcwe) came down on Jesus when he was baptizedehesd
that the Holy Spirit comes into a person in baptisbuther wrote that “in baptism God forgives dilelivers
from death and the devil, and gives everlastingasiain to all who believe what he has promised’gga3 in
The Small_Catechism). He taught that it was vergartant that every day we should remember thaivere
adopted into God’s family in baptism and that aos sire washed away.

Luther taught that Jesus is really present inwtimee and bread of Communion. The church of his day
was teaching transubstantiation — the belief thatread and wine turn into the actual body anddtd Jesus.
Luther taught instead consubstantiation — the biag Jesus is somehow present “in, with, and tirtle bread
and wine. How Jesus can be present we cannotsiaddrogically. We just accept it in faith. Jesaid of the
bread “this is my body.” Jesus said of the wirtas‘is my blood.” In faith we accept his wordsh® true.
Luther wrote: “Holy Communion is the body and bloofl our Lord Jesus Christ given with bread and
wine” (page 26, lbid.). Luther also taught abotgparing for communion that “fasting and other carv
preparations serve a good purpose. However, grabp is well prepared and worthy who believesehesrds,
‘given and shed for you for the forgiveness of Siffs 28, Ibid.).
